Class Description
Making art is not just about the skill of rendering an image. This class calls you to artistically tell your own life story. Class discussions go beneath the surface to focus on your life experience, your memories of events and exploration of your emotions. In-class sketching develops your visual vocabulary, personal style and ideas for developing artwork with personal meaning.

Picasso was quoted, “Every piece of art is a self-portrait.” Create yours.

Appropriate for all skill levels. 
Materials to bring for first class:
1. Sketch book – Some people are uncomfortable with sketching. In this class, the focus is on expression. Sketches, as the term implies, are “sketchy”.  You will not be judged or graded on your sketches, (or anything else for that matter). 
2. Sketching implements: pens, pencils, charcoal, markers, etc., of your choice.
3. As the class progresses, additional materials can be used.  Materials are the choice of each student, can   include, but not limited to, paint, pencil, pastel, fabric, paper, canvas, wood, 3D object, collage materials (documents, photos or copies, memorabilia, etc.) and Sobo glue.
